General Outline of the Project: 
· Description and Methodology: The goal of this project is to understand how we can better communicate some of the mechanisms of climate change using different modes of simulation. You are invited to participate in a tutorial activity, which will run through different modes of simulation of the carbon cycle. Responses will be collected via a worksheet as part of the activity, and there is no requirement for you to complete the survey as part of the tutorial activity. 
· Participants: Approximately 300 students from The Australian National University will participate in the tutorial over a number of tutorials.
· Use of Data and Feedback: The data collected will primarily be used for publication of original research. Before the end of your course, a summary of results will be given to your course convenor to share with your cohort via Wattle by the end of the class.
Participant Involvement: 
Participation in this research will involve completing a worksheet during a class tutorial.
· Participation will not affect your grades or course work in any way. This activity is not compulsory and will not be used for course assessment in any way, although your experience in the activity may be valuable to reflect on as part of the course.
· Participation is voluntary; it is not required, and you may choose to decline involvement in this activity without any penalty. You will be guided through an activity that will take approximately 30 minutes to complete, and you will work through an individual survey during this session. You may also choose not to answer any of the questions presented to you. 
· You can choose to withdraw from the research by not completing your survey. Incomplete surveys will not be recorded or used in any way. You may choose not to participate at any time without any consequences. The survey data are anonymous and no personally identifiable information will be collected. Once your survey has been submitted, due to the anonymous nature of the data, you cannot withdraw from the research. 
· Distribution and collection of the survey will occur during normal classes. The survey will be run during a one-off tutorial. You will not need to spend any time outside of normal class hours to participate in this research. The activity will be conducted in English. 
· Risk: There is minimal to no risk to participants in this research project. All survey data will be collected during a standard teaching session, so social and cultural risks will be similar to those experienced in a regular class. The worksheets do not ask for any personally identifiable information, so there is minimal risk that your worksheet will be able to be linked to you in the future. However, you may wish to share the responses in your worksheet during a session debrief.

· No persons outside the researcher will have access to your individual worksheet data. No personally identifiable information is collected, and all participants’ confidentiality will be preserved. As far as practicable, the survey tool (Qualtrics) will not collect any identifiable information, or record any incomplete surveys. 
· Publication of results will be reported without attribution as a cohort, and in relation to the sequence that you’ve been allocated in the activity.
