Research areas cover classifications of
publications based on specific
methodologies or schemes. Each
scheme can cover a subset of the
complete dataset of publications. The
Web of Science scheme is the most
complete classification (250+ areas).

Given the InCites dataset includes many
different sources, selecting document
type is important, especially when
evaluating disciplines not using journals
as a main communication channel.

Articles from journals indexed in the
Web of Science Core Collection and the
DOAJ are tagged as “Open Access”.

Thresholds (min and max) can be
applied to the number of publications
and citations for the listed entities.
